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The VFW’s “Sport Clips Help A Hero
Scholarship” program provides service
members and veterans with the financial
assistance they need to complete their
educational goals without incurring excessive
student loan debt. Scholarships of up to
$5,000 will be awarded to eligible applicants.
Applications are accepted January 1 - April 30
for fall semester and August 1 - November 15
for spring semester.

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS MUST BE:

* Retired or honorably discharged, active
duty or a member of the National Guard/
Reserves.

» Separated with or currently hold a
military rank of E-5 or below.

» Demonstrating a need for financial
assistance.

» Participating in, accepted to or currently
enrolled in a VA approved program or
school at an accredited post-secondary
institution.
